WHY SHOPPING LISTS?

Saving Items: With shopping lists you can group items you 

purchase according to how you shop. Save an entire shopping 

cart for future purchases ðincluding quantities to purchase and 

preferred units of measure.

Purchasing Items: You can also personalize how you purchase 

the items in a shopping list. Purchase an entire list for fast 

checkout, or only a subset of items you need on hand.

This guide walks through various situations, with instructions for 

the way you want to use shopping lists.



STEP 1: FIND YOUR PRODUCTS
Locate a product anywhere on the website (make sure you are 

logged in first). Click the link òadd to my shopping listsó under 

the product you would like to add to a list.

STEP 2: CHOOSE PRODUCT OPTIONS
Upon clicking òadd to shopping listó the following window will 

open in your browser. Options 1 through 4 will be explained in 

the next slide. 



PRODUCT OPTIONS EXPLAINED

Step 1: You can store the product in an existing shopping list. All of 

the lists you have created will appear in the drop-down box.

Step 2: You can store this item in a new list that you name here.

Step 3: Select a default quantity you would like to purchase the 

product in.

Step 4: Select a default unit of measure you would like to purchase 

the product in.

Note: You do not have to set any default values in steps 3 and 4. 

Simply leave the fields blank to add the product to a list without any 

preferences.



STEP 3: VIEW YOUR LISTS
Select òMy Shopping Listsó From the top green 

area or from ORDER ONLINE in the top menu, 

select òMy Shopping Listsó to view your lists.



STEP 3: VIEW YOUR LISTS

You will brought to an overview page that will 

display a summary of the lists you have created. 

You can edit the name of a list or delete it from 

this page. To view the products contained in a 

shopping list, simply click on the list name.



STEP 3: VIEW YOUR LISTS
Your shopping list will look something like this:

Notice that each product 

appears with a default 

purchasing quantity and 

unit of measure already 

pre-selected for quick 

checkout.



STEP 4: MANAGING YOUR LISTS
Letõs take a closer look at how to manage this list:

From this page you can:

1. Editdefault values for each 

individual product.

2. Add all products to your 

shopping cart with or without 

default values.

3. Removean item from your 

shopping list.

We will look at each of these 

options in detail.



EDITING DEFAULT PURCHASING VALUES

If you want to change the default 
quantity and unit of measure that you 
purchase a product in, simply click the 
link, òEdit default purchasing valuesó 
under each product.

The above window will appear and allow 
you to modify and save the values you 
wish to purchase in.



REMOVE AN ITEM FROM A LIST

If you want to remove an item from 

your shopping list, simply click the 

link, òRemove from my LISTNAMEó 

under each product.

The page will reload your shopping 

list, and item will no longer appear.



PURCHASING SHOPPING LISTS

òADD ALL PRODUCTS 
TO MY CARTó does just 
that. This option will add 
the entire shopping list 
to your cart.

Each item will be added 
according to the 
quantity and unit of 
measure selected or 
pre-loaded on the page.

If you have not selected 
a default purchasing 
quantity, please note the 
item will not be added 
to the cart. You must 
manually change the 
quantity from zero to 
the desired quantity.

The following buttons are available across the top of every shopping list:

òCLEAR DEFAULT 
SHOPPING VALUESó 
resets all product
quantities to zero and 
all units of measure to 
the smallest purchasing 
unit.

Use this option if you do 
not want to purchase 
your entire shopping list.

Clearingdefault values 
allows you to just select 
those items on the list 
you wish to purchase at 
this time.

òUSE MY DEFAULT 
SHOPPING VALUESó 
restores all product 
quantities and units of 
measure to those you 
defined andsaved.

Youcan use this option 
if you have accidentally 
cleared or changed the 
values and want to 
return to your original 
list.



CREATE A SHOPPING LIST ïQUICK LIST 

METHOD

If you want to build a shopping 
list quickly, you can use the 
current contents of your 
shopping cart. Click the button 
òMake this shopping cart a list 
for future useó at the top of the 
cart.

Each item will be added to a 
new shopping list. The current 
quantity of unit of measure in 
the cart will become the default 
quantities for the new shopping 
list.
